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Kelly’s fascination with crime and its victims and villains competes with an enthusiasm for colour, humour and the pictures drawn by young children.

She is interested in creating ambiguous images that allude to things that aren’t necessarily comfortable, easy or tasteful – sickness, loneliness, accidents, and children who do harm.

Her drawings and paintings are attempts to create an urban playground using acrylics, collage, pencil and ink.  These playgrounds, often inhabited by simply drawn characters, can be void of any other obvious props.
Her recent work is also inspired by lyrics including her homage to David Bowie and 
Johnny Cash.
